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Incoming President's Message

s we enter the New Year, and a new decade, we again find ourselves facing some very high

hurdles through the first four months of the year. Due to the cost of the clubhouse renova-

tion, now complete, we sold bonds, and asked many members to “Pay Forward.” Although
this helped us get through the renovation, it also puts us in a very tight financial position. Our treas-
urer and | will be spending some time in the near future both massaging the budget, and cash flow
management. We need all members to be looking for ways to reduce expenses and if possible, find
new and enhanced ways to increase our revenue streams.

In addition, there are a couple of issues | would like to resolve in the next 4 to 6 weeks:

First, our Club Host has worked without a formal contract, or any adjustment in compensation since
2004. This is not good for the club or fair to our Host. | intend to submit a new contract to the board
and host during the February meeting. We will announce the status of the contract during the gen-
eral meeting.

Second, we must get our past-due accounts under control. With the financial head winds we are fac-
ing, it is critical for all our members to pay their dues and fees within the terms of the membership
agreement. | will be introducing a procedure manual amendment during the February meeting to
both the board and membership that will address this issue.

Although we have a minimal number of past due members, the total amount of almost $2,000.00 is
just not acceptable or is it fair to the majority of the membership that pay on time.

The last item | want to touch on is the proposed Procedure Manual amendment you will be voting on
in the February meeting. The intent of the sign-in and sign-out procedure is to help us monitor the
by-law requirements of limiting overnight stays on the grounds. My understanding as of the last
meeting is that we had a few members that appear to have violated the by-law. In my opinion, we
should deal immediately with the violators and not introduce another procedure that impacts all
leasehold members. Another thing to consider when voting on this procedure is the unintended con-
sequence of this sign-in list. Although it is intended to show a list of every leaseholder on the
grounds, its consequence will also show a very clear list of who is not on the grounds. A list of unoc-
cupied leaseholds or possibly unoccupied neighborhoods will be on the counter for any and all visi-
tors to see. | am in favor of enforcing all by-laws; however, | think we can find a more convenient and
safer method for the grounds and membership. Please consider this unintended consequence when
casting your vote next month.
